1. Open access

At the beginning of the meeting, Dieter Stein (editor of e-Language) introduced a number of issues around electronic journal publication including open access, copyright (Creative Commons), print-on-demand, and funding issues. There is information on open access at the e-Language website. Dieter also briefly discussed a conference on open access, Berlin 6 (http://www.berlin6.org/), held in November 2008, to assess the state of open access. There was considerable discussion around the topics of open access, what it means, what models there are for covering the costs, and similar issues. There was some discussion about organizing a symposium on issues around open access, with a decision that this topic should be discussed again, with 2011 being premature for a symposium. However, there was discussion that it might be valuable to invite someone who has worked on the issues around open access to attend the meeting of the Committee of Editors at the 2011 LSA in Pittsburgh to address issues like possible ownership models, possible publication models (publish on acceptance vs. publish issues), how publishers are affected by open access, and so on. Any CELxJ member who knows of a suitable speaker on Open Access, preferably someone in the general vicinity of Pittsburgh (site of the 2011 LSA Meeting) should let Keren, Joe, Brian, or Greg know.
